Gate numbers have consistently been between one and two thousand
and are expected to be high this year due to SLF promotion. Visitors
generally stay all day attending workshops and enjoying the art exhibition,
live music and children’s entertainments. There is limited camping available on application and the
following day there will be a Walk Against Warming culminating in a reception in Healesville.
